Vehicle Register Documentation – Draft for Comment


POOL VEHICLE GUIDELINES

These guidelines apply to all vehicles borrowed or hired through the Caboolture Vehicle Brokerage Pool. Such vehicles are referred to below as “pool vehicles”.

Drivers

1. Only appropriately licensed drivers will be permitted to drive pool vehicles. 

2. Drivers must be registered with the Vehicle Register before they can drive pool vehicles.

3. Drivers must obey all relevant traffic laws and safety regulations while the pool vehicle is in the care of the hirer.

4. The driver of the pool vehicle must, when driving, have a blood alcohol concentration of less than 0.02%.

Safety, accidents and emergencies

5. In the case of an accident or emergency the procedures described in the Breakdown, Emergency and Accident Guide must be adhered to.

6. The pool vehicle must not carry more passengers than stipulated in the Pool Vehicle Handover Form.

7. Seat belts or restraints must be used at all times if fitted.

Late returns

8. The vehicle must be returned at the time and date to the location nominated on the Pool Vehicle Handover Form. Failure to do so may incur an additional fee and may put at risk further borrowing or hire from the Vehicle Pool.

9. If a hirer becomes aware that the pool vehicle is likely to be returned after the time designated on the Vehicle Handover Form they must notify the Vehicle Register as soon as possible as this could disrupt the owner’s use of the vehicle or the use by another hirer group. 

Condition of vehicles and accidents

10. The hirer will be required to pay for any damage to the vehicle or equipment that occurs when the pool vehicle is in their care, that is not covered by insurance (except mechanical damage unless it is caused by misuse) and for any insurance excess that is applied.  The vehicle is in the hirer’s care from when it is checked out (when the Vehicle Handover Form is signed) until it is checked in again (when the Vehicle Handover Form is countersigned).

11. An inspection of the vehicle will take place before and after each trip. Any damage to the vehicle or equipment or incidents will be reported at the earliest opportunity and recorded on the Vehicle Handover Form.

12. If vehicles are not returned in a clean or tidy condition a cleaning fee may be charged. The hirer’s membership of Vehicle Register may be reviewed if this happens on more than one occasion.

General

13. There is to be NO smoking of any substance or consumption of alcohol or any illicit substances on any pool vehicle.

14. The vehicle must be returned with the amount of fuel indicated on the Pool Vehicle Handover Form.
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
