Vehicle Register Documentation – Draft for Comment


VEHICLE BROKERAGE POOL -  OWNER’S AGREEMENT

This is an agreement between _______________________________(referred to here as “the agency”) and the Caboolture Vehicle Register. 
The agency agrees to participate in the Vehicle Register by making vehicles available for use by eligible organisations when not required by the agency.

The Vehicle Register agrees to:

1. Pay the vehicle owner the standard rate per kilometre for the use of the vehicle. This rate will be set from time to time by negotiation between the Vehicle Register and pool vehicle owners. Statements of vehicle use and payment for use will be made on a monthly basis.

2. Provide insurance cover whenever a vehicle is borrowed through the Vehicle Pool for the following:

Where the vehicle is covered by comprehensive Motor Vehicle Insurance:-

· loss of excess  and No Claims Bonus up to a cumulative maximum amount in case of a claim as indicated in the current Vehicle Register insurance policy;

· the cost of a replacement vehicle for up to 4 weeks if the owner’s vehicle is not available after an accident while awaiting repairs at a maximum amount per week as indicated in the current Vehicle Register insurance policy.

Where the vehicle is covered only by Third Party Property Damage insurance coverage will be limited to an amount equivalent to the loss of a no claim bonus in the case of a no fault accident up to a maximum amount as indicated in the current Vehicle Register insurance policy.

Information on the content of the Vehicle Register Insurance policy will be circulated to all members of the Vehicle Register each time any changes are made.

3. The Vehicle Register agrees to provide vehicle owners with copies of all relevant documentation including Vehicle Register Policies and Procedures, Pool Vehicle Guidelines, Pool Vehicle Register Form, Vehicle Hirer Conditions, Insurance Coverage and the Pool Vehicle Handover Form.

The agency agrees that in relation to any vehicle that it puts into the Vehicle Register it will:

1. Meet the required registration and vehicle safety standards as recognised by Queensland Transport for the make and model of the vehicle(s).

2. Hold appropriate records of the above and make them available to the Vehicle Register if requested.

3. Maintain the vehicle in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications.

4. Provide the vehicle for hire in a clean and tidy condition.

5. Maintain comprehensive or third party insurance on the vehicle.

6. Maintain public liability insurance.

The Vehicle Register and vehicle owner agrees to inform the other if there is any change in documentation, fees, vehicle type or specification.
